I POLICY

4

It is the policy of the Mississippi Department of Human Services, Division of Youth
Services (MDHS/DYYS) that at least once every three (3) years the student’s eligibility for
special education be reviewed to determine if continued services are needed and if the

current eligibility ruling is appropriate.

II.  DEFINITIONS

As used in this policy, the following definitions apply:

A. Assessment Team or Multi-disciplinary Evaluation Team - The Assessment
Team or the Multi-disciplinary Evaluation Team is a group of mandated evaluators
responsible for evaluating a student and making a recommendation of eligibility to
the IEP Team. According to standards outlined by Mississippi Department of
Education, the team will consist of, at minimum, the following qualified
professionals (except as noted below for a Language/Speech only disability: an
individual qualified to administer and interpret a standardized intelligence test; an
individual qualified to administer and interpret standardized assessment instruments
that indicate present levels of performance, educational programming needs and the
presence of a disability; one or more individuals who have knowledge of the
suspected disability; typical child development and functioning and intervention
design and general education curriculum. When only language speech delays are
noted, the language/speech examiner at ate lest one individual qualified to administer
and interpret standardized intelligence tests or standardized assessment instruments
that indicate present levels of performance, educational programming needs and the

presence of a disability are required.




B. Assessment Team Report — The Assessment Team Report is a compilation of all
assessment data that documents whether or not the student meets state criteria for
eligibility for special education services. State rules require specific information for
each area of disability that must be included in the Assessment Team Report to
support a decision of eligibility or ineligibility for special education services. Data
from the five following areas must be included: physical, including hearing and
vision, general physical condition, orofacial examination and gross and fine motor;
language/speech; social/behavioral, including interpersonal relationships and
adaptive behavior; emotional and education, including visual and auditory
perception, achievement and cognitive abilities.

C. Individualized Education Program Committee — The Individualized Education
Program Committee is the group responsible for the determination of a student’s
special education programming. Members of the team include the following
individuals: at least one special education teacher, a regular education teacher (if the
student is participating in the general education curriculum), parent/ guardian, and an
agency representative. Other disciplines including counselors, representatives from
community agencies, and related service providers may be included on IEP Team.
The team designs the student’s educational program to address specific educational
needs, accommodations and modifications needed, and transition goals. The
committee is responsible for determining the student’s least restrictive environment,
whether the student will participate in state testing and to what degree and related
services needed. The IEP Committee utilizes information documented in the
Assessment Team Report, state testing reports, classroom observations and parental
input to develop an IEP.

D. Special Consideration — Special consideration refers to the process through which
local school districts are permitted to review the existing evaluation data and
determine whether the current data accurately reflects the student’s status as a
student receiving special education services and therefore a comprehensive
reevaluation is deemed unnecessary.

E. Three-year re-evaluation — At least every three years, a student receiving special
services must be reevaluated to determine the student’s progress and to make a
determination of eligibility for continued special education services.

III. PROCEDURE
Parent(s)/legal guardian and the student shall be invited to partlupate in re-
evaluation activities and provide input.

The principal or designee is responsible for monitoring compliance with special
education timelines and initiating the three-year re-evaluation process for eligible
students no later than sixty (60) days prior to the expiration of the current eligibility date.



A. Eligible students

All students with a current special education ruling will be reviewed at least once every
three years to determine if the student continues to need and benefit from special
services. Regardless of the expiration date of the IEP, the reevaluation process will begin
no later than 60 days prior to the expiration of the current eligibility ruling date.

MDHS/DYS facilities may accept a Notice of Special Consideration that was completed
by a local school district if there is documentation that the local school district met all
requirements including eligibility team review, parent notification was done, and
psychological evaluation data is less than 3 years old. MDHS/DYS will not use the
Notice of Special Consideration to continue eligibility.

B. Re-evaluation Process
1. Principal or designee conducts a formal review of evaluation material,
classroom performance and assessments for inclusion of information into the new
Assessment Team Report form as mandated by the Mississippi Department of
Education Office of Special Education.
2. Ttis not required to obtain parent(s)/legal guardian permission to re-evaluate a
student already receiving services. However, in keeping with best practice, the
principal or designee should make every effort to include the parent(s)/legal
guardian in this step of the process.
3. Re-evaluate the student in compliance with the Initial Evaluation Policy
(Policy 12.8) and according to the eligibility requirements set forth in the
Mississippi Revised Administrative Rules for Special Education.
4, An Assessment Team Report must be completed for all areas of continuing
eligibility as well as for each additional area of suspected need or disability.
5. Complete the Re-evaluation Summary Report/Eligibility Determination
Report.

C. Convene Individualized Education Program Team Meeting
1. At the convenience of the parent, schedule an IEP/Placement/Eligibility
Meeting to review the findings of the re-evaluation and the Assessment Team
Report. A Parent Notification of Special Education IEP/Placement Committee
Meeting Notice as well as all evaluation reports must be mailed to parent(s)/legal
guardian via registered mail ten (10) days prior to the meeting.
2. At the scheduled meeting, present the findings of the Assessment Team
Report. The findings either:

a. Determine the student’s continued eligibility for special education services,
at which point the IEP Committee/Team must determine the type and level
of special education services that are required in order for the student to
receive a free and appropriate education through the development of an
IEP.

b. Determine the student no longer eligible for special education services
because the student’s disability(-ies) are no longer impacting on his/her
educational program or the student does not meet the eligibility criteria for
a specific disability.



c. If the student is found ineligible for special education services, the
Assessment Team can refer the student for Section 504 eligibility or
continued support from the TST.

d. Inform parent(s)/legal guardian of their right to contest recommendations
that may be made regarding the evaluations that are provided to their
son/daughter as part of the eligibility determination process.

e. Provide parent and community counselor with a copy of the signed IEP,

Assessment Team Report, and the meeting minutes.

f. Insert a copy of the IEP, Assessment Team Report and the meeting minutes

into the student’s educational records file.
